


Music Proclaims the Word of God

“Whether it is used for proclamation or prayer,
music joined to the Word of God is meant to draw
people into an encounter with the living Word of
God, who is Christ.”*

In 2019, Pope Francis declared that the Third Sun-
day in Ordinary Time should be celebrated as Sun-
day of the Word of God, where we pay special
attention to the scriptures. In Luke’s Gospel today,
we hear an account of the beginning of Jesus’ pub-
lic ministry. In the synagogue, Jesus reads the scroll
of the prophet Isaiah. Upon finishing he says simp-
ly, “Today this Scripture passage is fulfilled in
your hearing.”

“Whether we are singing or listening, music has the
power to bring us into an experience beyond the
word—to a personal encounter with Christ himself,
the Word made flesh.”*

God reveals Himself to us through His Word. He
draws us into a personal relationship with Jesus
Christ. He demonstrates his great love for us and
invites us to share that love with everyone around
us. He encourages and challenges us. How is God’s
Spirit calling, encouraging, challenging us as a new
parish?
