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From the Pastor’s Desk... 
Christ indeed from death is risen! These words from the Easter Sequence fill our hearts with joy. Yes, 
our season of fasƟng and penance comes to an end, but to hear the proclamaƟon of the ResurrecƟon 
of Jesus from the dead (and the accompanying promise that we are called to the same) are a bright 
light that cuts through the darkness and sorrow that so oŌen fill our world. We need this prophecy of 
hope when we see images of atrociƟes in Ukraine and around the world. We need this proclamaƟon 
of joy as we emerge from the restricƟons of the COVID pandemic over these last two years. We need 
this promise of life as we think about those in our family, friends, and parish community who have 
died. 
 
We need the ResurrecƟon. But the ResurrecƟon also asks something of us—that we be willing to 
make a fresh start. St. Paul says, “Clear out the old yeast, so that you may become a fresh batch of 
dough.” Each and every year, each and every day, each and every moment, God asks us the quesƟon, 
“Will you let me give you this new life?” 
 
This is the very quesƟon that He asks our new parish, Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament. You may 
know that when the union of Queen of the Rosary and St. Julian Eymard was announced, we were 
asked to take three years to assess how our campuses fit the needs of our ministry. Shortly aŌer that 
announcement the pandemic began, and so there’s been no opportunity to assess what our needs 
are yet because we don’t fully know who we are as a parish right now. That Ɵme, that work, really is  
beginning now.  
 
We have not been simply waiƟng, however. Many important things have been happening, both be-
hind the scenes and in public. Our ministries are coming together. We have had some wonderful re-
treats and speakers, both virtual and in-person. We have had outdoor Masses and processions. Pete 
Gennuso and our parish council organized a fantasƟc session on the global Synod that Pope Francis 
has called. Our parishioner, Joe Bush, led us in an amazing Lenten mission. We have a new website, a 
new phone number, and a consolidated office space.  
 
And there is more to come! Next weekend we will have two parishioners offer their own witness 
talks at our Divine Mercy hour. In May we will prepare to celebrate our new parish feast day (May 
13) by offering novena prayers, at-home consecraƟons, a guest speaker, and cap it off with a special 
Mass offered by Bishop George Rassas. In June we will mark Pentecost and Corpus ChrisƟ, and again 
process and profess the Blessed Sacrament through our village. Over the summer we’ll have more 
opportuniƟes for outdoor Masses and fellowship. 
 
So I encourage you: if you have lost the habit of coming to Mass over these last two years, if you 
have lost the habit of volunteering, if you have lost the habit of parƟcipaƟng in our parish life, now is 
the Ɵme to make a fresh start. God is offering His new life to Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament. Will 
you help us say yes?
