


The Easter season, that is from Easter Sunday to Pente-
cost, is seven weeks. During these weeks the first read-
ing for all the Sunday and weekday Masses is from the
Acts of the Apostles. The Acts of the Apostles is the sto-
ry of how after Jesus ascended, the gospel message—
Jesus crucified rose from the dead—spread in the early
Church with the guidance of the Holy Spirit from Jerusa-
lem across the Roman world. The Church wants us to
remember that story and learn from it so we can contin-
ue to proclaim the Good News to the culture and com-
munity we live in.

The Church’s growth during this period is a rather re-
markable feat given the hostile environment. The pagan
Roman empire was very hostile to any entity that would
not bow on their knees to Caesar. They crucified non-
Romans citizens who challenged them. Their moral val-
ues were quite different from those taught by Christ.

The apostles were not educated men or from well off
families. Most were fishermen. One was a tax collector.
Another a zealot. After being anointed on Pentecost
with the Holy Spirit, they turned into a powerful group
of evangelists. They boldly proclaim the Good News of
Jesus who was crucified rose from the dead. They talked
of his love and his mercy. In this Sunday’s reading we
find Peter and the other apostles, fearful men only a
few weeks earlier when Christ was being crucified, fear-
lessly proclaiming the name of Jesus. They didn’t stop
even after being arrested for doing so. Peter’s reply “we
must obey God rather than men.”

Today we live in a culture that is becoming more secular
and hostile to religion, in particular Christianity. Secular
moral values today are no longer as close to Christian
values as they once were. We through our Baptism like
the disciples in the early Church are called to evangelize
the Good News of Jesus who was crucified rose from the
dead. We are also called as witnesses to share our
personal experience of Jesus’ love and mercy in our
own lives.

From the past several Popes, there has been a call for
the Church to renew its emphasis on its mission to evan-
gelize. They refer to it as a New Evangelization. It still is
about proclaiming the gospel to those who have never
heard it, but ever more often it is about proclaiming the
gospel to those who think they already know it and
have rejected it. To Evangelize is the responsibility of all
the Baptized.

Pope Francis in Evangelll Gaudium 120 said: “The new
evangelization calls for personal involvement on the
part of each of the baptized. Every Christian is chal-
lenged, here and now to be actively engaged in evange-
lization: indeed, anyone who has truly experienced
God’s saving love does not need much time or lengthy
training to go out and proclaim that love.”

To help you prepare for that responsibility | encourage
you as a start to consider using the Formed Bible study
call Evangelization and the Acts of the Apostles. It is
taught by Mary Healy of the Augustine Institute. She
says we face many of the same issues as Christians in
our times as that of the first Christians. She believes
that we can learn from the Acts of the Apostles regard-
ing what evangelization practices worked and then use
that as a blueprint on how to evangelize our culture.

You can assess and study the program on your own
through the account the Parish has on Formed.org at no
cost if you wish. You also can join us on Thursday eve-
nings from 7:00 pm to 8:30/9:00 in Shea hall or via
Zoom. If you send us your email, we can send you the
link. The study material is available online and can be
downloaded. If you wish to have a paper copy, the cost
is $10. We will be starting the 3" chapter this week.
You’re welcome to sit in any time to check it out—be it
only one session or the next eight.
