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Today’s first reading and Gospel both talk about 
discipleship. The passage from 1Kings recounts the 
call of Elisha.  The Prophet Elijah chooses Elisha to 
succeed him.  Knowing that accepƟng the call 
means that he has to leave his family and life of 
working in the fields.  Elisha responds by asking to 
say goodbye to his parents.  

Elijah responds to Elisha with, “Have I done any-
thing to you?”  His response could be viewed as dis-
appointment in Elisha that his response was not 
immediate; however, Elisha demonstrates his com-
mitment by slaughtering the oxen, a signal that his 
life as a farmer is over.  He knows there is no going 
back to his former way of life.   

In the Gospel, the three individuals who volunteer 
to become disciples show that they do not fully un-
derstand the demands Jesus will make of them.  
The disciples promise Jesus they will follow him 
wherever he goes.  When situaƟons arise—burying 
a father or saying goodbye to family—they ques-
Ɵon whether they should conƟnue or go home.  
Jesus responds that family concerns need to be set 
aside and the call to follow him takes precedence 
over all things.  Looking back won’t build the king-
dom, it only distracts. 

Jesus’ response to the disciples seems callous, but 
he is reiteraƟng what is means to be a disciple:  
make a commitment, embrace certain choices and 
to let go of others.  

Choosing a relaƟonship with Jesus does require sac-
rifice, however, we are given much more in return:  
life with God. 

How do we recognize God’s call in our lives?  How 
can we put God first more oŌen? 

"Being a disciple is a challenge. Fortunately, 
one does not become a disciple of Christ on his or 
her own iniƟaƟve. The work of the Holy Spirit with-
in the ChrisƟan community forms the person as a 
disciple of Christ.”
