There’s a different pace to Summer, even on Sunday, and
especially on those days when we constantly run the air
conditioning or wave any available paper to stir the air.

Still we persist in gathering, even with so many breaks from our usual routines.

These are playful days and contemplative days. As we emerge more and more from the pandemic, we
see long-lost friends and visit almost-forgotten places. We make more time to walk barefoot and look
up at the stars or dip our toes in the lake or sea, sing around campfires, read novels on the beach, and
eat comfort food with our fingers. We see how beautiful life can be, and we’re more aware than usual
of how God is always breaking in with signs of love.

As Fr. Louis reminds us, God is good all the time; all the time God is good. During the Summer months,
God practices hospitality, inviting us into a season of celebration. If you haven’t yet felt comfortable
returning to church, keeping Sunday holy is a good habit to cultivate in these days when our spirits are
especially receptive to God’s deep desire for us to know divine love.

There’s a lot of traveling, delivering, and visiting going on in our readings today also. In Genesis Abra-
ham cares for the needs of three mysterious travelers who turn out to be God dropping in. The psalm
response celebrates the kind of righteousness that Abraham practices. Then, in his letter to the Colos-
sians, Saint Paul describes his own ministry as almost like a delivery service: he, God’s steward, brings
the word of God to their community. Finally, in Luke’s Gospel we hear the well-known story of Mary
and Martha, and the different ways they welcome Jesus into their home.

Amid all this coming and going, we are invited to pay attention to the ways we tend to the needs of
others. Each of us can ask, “How am | present to God and others in my life?”

What a wonderful thing it is to be part of the Family of God!

While Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament strives to make “radical hospitality” part of our DNA, our
Hospitality Ministry promotes an atmosphere of faith and fellowship that seeks to share the love of
Christ, acceptance and support in a particular way with all who cross our doors. It is exciting to look
around each Sunday and see friends and familiar faces, but also new faces joining us for worship,
whether it be through regular attendance or just visiting for a Mass.
