As we wrapped up Totus Tuus, we celebrated the 
Feast of Corpus ChrisƟ on Father’s Day. Our Lady of 
the Blessed Sacrament again processed behind Je-
sus in the Blessed Sacrament and along the way 
from Queen of the Rosary to St. Julian Eymard, we 
stopped to pray and sing. Being able to gather 
without restricƟon this year, we invited everyone 
to join us for a cookout following BenedicƟon at St. 
Julian. Thanks to parishioners Diane Leon and Lin-
da Szymanski and our Office Manager, Mary 
McKenzie, for preparing lunch for everyone! 

At the end of June, Fr. Louis and I joined Cardinal 
Cupich and our brothers from across the Archdio-
cese at ConvocaƟon. One of our presenters was 
Julianne Stanz, the Director of Parish Life & Evange-
lizaƟon in the Diocese of Green Bay. She spoke 
about the stages of discipleship and reminded us of 
the need to meet people where they’re at. This be-
came the springboard of our parish mission for Pas-
toral Year 2022-2023: Healing, Hope & Hospitality. 
In August, staff, council members and ministry 
leaders parƟcipated in workshops to kick off our 
new pastoral year, and you’ll be learning more 
about our plans to bring healing, hope and hospi-
tality to our parish and community throughout the 
year and beyond. 

On July 1st, our new OperaƟons Director, John Ma-
her, joined us.
