SCHOOL REPORT

Junior high science students are participating in lots
of hands-on activities and explorations this year!

7th grade science students learned about the purpose
of a microscope as they began to learn about cells. To
practice using a microscope, students made their own
slides with samples of yogurt and found tons of
maghnified bacteria!

8th grade science students took a walking field trip to
the gym to investigate how height affects the speed

of a toy car. After spending class time learning about
potential and kinetic energy, students used materials

of their choice to build a ramp and launch some toy cars
down the ramp. They tracked the distance the car
traveled and calculated the speed of the car at

different ramp heights.

PASTOR’S CORNER

Our theme for this Pastoral Year at Our Lady of the
Blessed Sacrament Parish is “Healing, Hope, and Hospi-
tality.” Fr. Louis and | have hosted a couple of sessions
for our parish and ministry leadership about this
theme, but this is something that we all can find ways
to focus on. Before | get into each of these parts, | want
to first look at why this theme is important for us.

The primary mission of the Church is to evangelize, that
is to say, to make known the good news of the saving
life, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. Through
him, we have forgiveness of our sins and the possibility
of new life. This is the most basic, most central, and
most important message of the Catholic faith.

However, there is something we can and must do first
in order to help people be prepared to receive this mes-
sage. We can call this “pre-evangelization.” Pre-
evangelization is about building up relationships, build-
ing up trust and friendship with others in our lives, so
that they might be more willing and able to hear the
proclamation of the Gospel. Healing, hope, and hospi-
tality are three key ways that people experience this
pre-evangelization.

You'll hear much more about this over the course of the
year, but for now it’s good for all of us to ask ourselves
these questions: “How do | make healing, hope, and
hospitality present to others in my life?” “How do |
need to experience healing, hope, and hospitality?”
