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A REFLECTION FOR CATECHETICAL SUNDAY 

“Think of the commandments, hate not 
your neighbor; remember the Most High's 
covenant, and overlook faults”. (Sirach 28:7) 

These words from our first reading today echo the 
goal of a catechist instrucƟng their students. 

“Think of the commandments,” the word 
commandment sounds harsh, webster’s definiƟon  
“a divine rule.”  There is nothing harsh about them.  
If we follow these “10” not “613” commandments 
like our Jewish ancestors, they set a path in front  
of us that will lead us to a life of peace and love.   

“Hate not your neighbor,” at first, we think of the 
expert in the law asking Jesus wanƟng to jusƟfy 
himself, “And who is my neighbor?” But God had 
instructed us all the way back in the third book of 
Moses around 1446 BC “But the stranger that 
dwelleth with you shall be unto you as one born 
among you, and thou shalt love him as thyself;  
for ye were strangers in the land of Egypt”. 

“Remember the Most High's covenant,” in the Bible 
there are actually 7 covenants, Jesus’s sacrifice on 
the cross is the last, and the one we are living  
under today. 

“Overlook faults” there are so many places in the 
Bible that references this, too many to count.  This  
is one of the most important acƟons we must do.   
In the Lord’s prayer we ask, “forgive us our sins as 
we forgive others,” without the second part of that 
line the first will never happen. 

I see these short quick statements as a foundaƟon 
for the faith my family insƟlled in me when I was 
learning about living in the world, these are the 
same concepts we try to help the children we are 
entrusted to teach today as we help them navigate 
their faith life in family, school and sports. 

Please pray for the children and teachers this school 
year for the guidance of the Holy Spirit and an 
increase of Faith, Hope and Charity!
